Suppressing Pages
Occassionally, it is necessary to suppress a page of an Actuate report.  For example, suppose you have a report that contains only a parallel section with two report sections within the parallel section.  If both of the report sections return no data, a blank page will get created.  If you want, you can suppress that page using the coding from this example as a starting point.

In the example included with this document, only one method is overridden:

	Finish
	Keep track of how many pages have been generated.  Suppress a page when the second page has been generated by getting a handle to the page list and changing the count of the pages of the page list.


The example uses Actuate sample database, sfdata.  You will need to set up an ODBC connection for sfdata before running the example.  The report would display the three cities from the offices table of the sample database.  The names of the cities are: Boston, NYC, Philadelphia.  However, because of the coding used to suppress the second page,  you should only see Boston and Philadelphia.  The page containing NYC should be suppressed.
